In 1999, the site
had been left in its unfinished state for about three deca-
des. This run-down site, in the center of the city, was seen
as a source of national embarrassment, and in 1999 it was
decided to restore and rebuild Bouça. What had been an
example of emergency housing for poor residents was
now seen as a model for residential development for
central Porto.”

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“The School of Architecture of Porto articulates along the limits of an ancient
farm right next to the Douro river, creating a wide central space, like an interior
square, surrounded by the built volumes. This intervention reveals a lot of sensibi-
lity with the surroundings, in communication with the river and the sea. Stairs and
ramps distribute the various accesses to the different levels and functional zones.
The apparent fragmentation of the build volumes, visible on the project drawings,
recovers its continuity in the circulation at the inferior level.

The building is integrated within the sector of the university designated as Polo3.
The built volume corresponds to two wings of buildings and converges to the
West, clearly defining the principal access to the treangular campus that constitu-
tes the heart of the installations.”

“A roughly north-south longitudinal axis serves as the
framework for the project. Two asymmetrical wings
branch off to the south from the main body of the
museum, creating a courtyard between them, while
another courtyard is formed at the northern end betwe-
en the L-shaped volume of the auditorium and the
public entrance atrium. The volume of the main buil-
ding is divided between exhibition spaces, offices and
storage, an art library and a restaurant with adjoining
terrace. The auditorium and bookstore have indepen-
dent entrances and may be used when the museum
itself is closed. The exhibition area is composed of seve-
ral rooms, connected by a large U-shaped gallery -it
occupies most of the entrance level, extending to the
lower floor in one of the wings.”
